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MACULA LUTCA

is a small spot found directly aligned with the optics centre of the eye containing a yellow pigment
and a central depression in the tissue which is named the fovea centralis.

MACULA LUTCA: "The small spot which is directly aligned with the optic centre of the eye which
contains primarily a yellow pigment is called the maculalutca."
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
